ELEMENTARY PROGRAM (Items a, b, and d)

The course of study in the elementary schools from 1940 to the present
has been essentjally the same. Textbook lists from prior years which
are available in the District's central office are included in this
report (Appendix A). There are a few exceptions supported by documented
evidence which are listed as follows:

A.

Project Assurance

Beginning with the 1964-65 school year a special compensatory pro-
gram for culturally deprived children in specific elementary and
secondary schools was implemented. The title of the program was
"Project Assurance," and it was completely funded from local resources.
The elementary schools in Project Assurance were Monroe, Parkdale,
Lafayette, Belvoir, Grant, and Quincy.

Phase I and Phase II of Project Assurance were:

1. Phase I (School Year 1964)

d.

b.

Meeting of appropriate community agencies to focus on the
problem.

Definite commitment of the Public Schools of Topeka to a
25 to 1 pupil-teacher ratio in the elementary schools
involved.

Employment of a full-time visiting nurse.

Special in-service workshop for teachers involved in the
project.

Purchase of special selected learning materials, particularly
in reading for the six elementary schools involved in the
project.

Selected staff members to "saturate" the designated area

as home visitors prior to the start of school in September,
1964, and each successive school year to encourage school
age youth to return to school.

Opening of the two selected junior high libraries as study
centers on designated evenings of the week.

Establish two special classes at each of the selected junior
and senior highs grouped as to 1.0Q. and reading ability,
employing block of time organization and building on the
various experiences possible under such an organization.



2. Phase II (Summer and School Year 1965-66)
a. Continuance of the essential elements of Phase I.

b. Employment of two home economics teachers for the summer
to work in particular home-school activities involving
parents as well as children.

c. Special reading classes organized at each of the six ele-
mentary schools during the summer for selected children
in the attendance area who need special reading instruction.

d. Organization of in-service classes for teachers involved in
the project; participation in pertinent cooperative research
projects with responsible institutions; and use of special,
trained intern teachers already contracted to teach in
Topeka Public Schools who exhibit interest in the project
area.

e. Employment of a block of 11 elementary teachers specifically
trained for working with children with the kinds of 1earn1nq
difficulties prev1ous]y described.

Phase I was budgeted at $12,000 and Phase II at $52,212. 1In 1966-67
the Project Assurance was funded at $156,528. In 1971-72 the Project
Assurance was budgeted from the general fund in the amount of $175,000.

In subsequent years, as resources permitted these services to be sup-
plied to all schools, the funding for Project Assurance was decreased.
Portions of the program continue to exist, however, such as remedial
reading in the summer. Five teachers are still employed each summer
in remedial reading and stipends for tuition are provided for needy
elementary students.

Title IV Health and Nutrition Project
From 1971-72 to 1974-75 Unified School District No. 501 operated a
federally funded Title IV Health and Nutrition Project at Belvoir,
Highland Park North, Lafayette, Monroe, Parkdale and State Street
elementary schools. The personnel provided through the project
were: :

The project provided student and medical exams for 500 children a

year who were eligible under Title I, plus the episodic care of a
school population of approximately 1,804 children who resided in

the project area. The Health and Nutrition Project budget was

$24,748 in 1974-75 which was carried over from the $241,575 in 1973-74.

Title I

Since 1965-66 Title I funds have been available for selected schools.
This project eventually evolved into an instructional program with
primary emphasis on remedial reading and secondary emphasis on reme-
dial math. The funds are expended for salaries (including a coordi-
nator, resource teachers, Title I teachers, and aides) and supplementary
materials and equipment.

According to the law, the Title I program must supplément rather than
supplant regular school programs. In other words, Title I schools
offer personnel, materials, and equipment to provide instruction in
addition to that offered in all schools in the District. Topeka's
TitTe I program is largely reading oriented, but some students are
served in math. = : :

The Title I office is required to maintain records for a period of
five years only, and records of the early Title I programs in Unified
School District No. 501 were destroyed prior to the move to the new
Administrative Center in 1978.

Once a school has been des{gnated a Title I school, economic
factors are no longer considered. Any pupil living in the
attendance area of a Title I school who scores at or below the
40th percentile (45th NCE) on a standardized screening test in
reading (and/or in math if a Title I math program is offered in
that school) is eligible to receive Title I services.

Children for kindergarten classes are selected by a children’'s
selection committee, from the children who have participated
in the Head Start Program or other comparable preschool programs.
The committee has the opportunity to review and 1list new, 1st,
2nd, and 3rd grade applications.
Parents of children enrolled in kindergarten. through the 2nd
grade are sent applications for continued participation in the
Follow Through Program. Classroom openings, at levels one
through three, will be offered to parents from low-income areas.
A11 new students must meet the low-income guidelines at the time
of enrollment in the Follow Through Program.
4. Major Components of Follow Through Program
Major components of the Fo]idw Through program include instruction,
medical and dental health care, psychological services, nutrition,
transportation, and parent participation.
Year Long Head Start

1. Major Components
The major components in addition to classroom teachers and aides
include social workers, community aides, nutrition and food ser-
vice, nursing, physical examinations, parent education, and ser-
vices for the handicapped. In 1978-79 a Basic Education Skills
component was added through a supplementary grant.

Children enrolling in the program must be four years old before
September 1. The DHEW/OHDS/ACYF income guidelines will be used.

Children will be enrolled
regardless of race, creed, color, or national origin.

Recruiting Procedures

Three Head Start Roundups are held prior to the beginning of
the new program year: the third week in April, the third
week in May, and the second week in August. Roundups are ad-
vertised in the monthly Parent Newsletter, word of mouth by
parents to other parents, in the SCCAA Newsletter, on the
radio stations, on the television stations, in the newspapers,
and in the local church bulletins. Community aides go door to
door in the target areas to enroll children. Enrollment for
the new program year begins in April and continues until the
beginning of the classes. Children on a waiting list will be
worked into the program as vacancies occur. Various ethnic
groups' are contacted to help with the enrollment of children.

The following agencies are contacted yearly to seek out handi-
capped children: Capper Foundation for Crippled Children,
Topeka Association for Retarded Children, Kansas Neurological
Institute, Menninger Preschool Program, Topeka State Hospital
€hild Development Program, and any other applicable agencies.
Referrals are also made by private physicians, public health
nurses, etc.

Parents are actively involved in hefping to recruit children
and help select all of the children who will be enrolled.

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JUNIOR HIGH/MIDDLE SCHOOL PROGRAM (Items a, b, and d)

At the junior high/middle school level the course of study in each school-
was essentially the same with a few exceptions. Any differences in elec-
tive course offerings were due primarily to enrollment or lack of enro!]-
ment in specific elective courses. Textbook Tists from prior years which
are available in the District office are attached (Appendix A). :

A. Project Assurance

East Topeka and Curtis Junior High Schools were included in the Project
Assurance. (See the information contained earlier in this section for
synopsis of Project Assurance.) Both of these schools were kept

open in the evening through Project Assurance funds for at Teast one
year so that students and parents could have access to the media
center.

B. Typing

A course in typina was first introduced at East Topeka Junior High in
1972-73. The course was then added at the other junior high/middle
schools: 1975-76 - Boswell, Eisenhower, Jardine, and Roosevelt;
1977-78 - French, Highland Park Junior, Holliday, and Landon.

HIGH SCHOOL PROGRAM (Items a, b, and d)

At the high school level the course of study at all three schools has
been similar with a few exceptions which will be noted. Course offerings
have been essentially the same, but elective courses were offered on the
basis of sufficient enrollment. Textbook 1ists from prior years which
are available in the District office are attached (Appendix A). Courses
of study are also attached (Appendix B). ;

From 1940 to 1959 the Topeka Public Schools had only one high school
and no comparison can be made. Highland Park High School was annexed
into the District in 1959 and Topeka West High School was opened in 1961.

Students in secondary schools have been permitted the right td go to
another school for a course not offered in their school. The special
course offerings in each school were as follows:

A. Highland Park High School

1. Opened a reading lab and offered remedial and/or developmental
reading to all students beginning in the school year 1976-77.

2. Offered a course in vocational agriculture from 1951 to 1978.
In 1978 the vocational agriculture program was moved to the
K-AVTS.

3. Offered a required course in health education beginning in 1966.

4. Offered a special program in vocational home economics called
HERO from 1973 to the present.

5. Offered a course in auto mechanics with an appropriate lab
since the construction of the new building in 1951.

6. Offered a pilot program in gifted education beginning in
1978-79. The program was added at Topeka High and Topeka
West in 1979-80.

B. Topeka High School

1. Offered a course in auto mechanics from early in the history
of the school to the present with an appropriate lab.

2. Offered a special alternative education program entitled the
NOW Program (No Opportunities Wasted) from 1972 to 1978. 1In
1978-79 alternative education programs were added at the other
two high schools.

3. Offered vocational courses in printing from early in the his-
tory of the school until 1968 when the program was moved to
the K-AVTS. In addition, coop programs were offered in
Distributive Education from 1941 to the present. Office
Machines was offered from 1942 to 1980. Industrial Training
was offered from 1963 to 1979. Coop Office Machines was moved
to the K-AVTS in 1980, Coop Industrial Training was moved to
the K-AVTS in 1979, and Distributive Education will be moved
to the K-AVTS at the end of the 1980-81 school year.

C. Topeka West High School

1. Offered a special mini-course three-day program from 1972 to
1979 called Interim Adventure.

2. Offered an advanced placement course beginning in 1972. 1In
1977 advanced placement was included at Topeka High. Students
at all three high schools can secure advanced placement through
the testing program of the College Entrance Examination Board.

EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES (Item c)

On September 26, 1949, the Board of Education eliminated separate activi-
ties for the "colored" students as evidenced by the following quote from
the Board of Education Minutes:

Mr. E. B. Weaver and Dr. Giles Theilmann were present to
discuss the integration of colored and white activities.
Mr. Weaver recommended that colored activities and white
activities be integrated in the high school. Mr. Bennett
moved that the recommendation of the principal be accepted.
Unanimous

Only Topeka High School and Topeka West High School have had swimming
teams--Topeka High since 1958 when the pool was constructed and Topeka
West since 1961 (by using the Topeka High pool and the YMCA). Competi-
tive swimming was made available to Highland Park Hih Schoo] but did
not materialize because of insufficient interest.

A drill team was started at Highland Park High School in 1958 and later
was added at Topeka High and Topeka West. :

Documentation of clubs and activities for 1978-79 and 1979-80 for all
three high schools does exist. Listings of those clubs and activi-
ties are included in this report (Appendix D).

On June 15, 1970, the Board of Education further clarified the position
of Unified School District No. 501 by approving the following statement
for inclusion in the Topeka Plan Policies:

The Board of Education believes the principal and the staff

of each building have the primary responsibility for working
with students in establishing the rules, regulations, and by-
laws that shall govern any student organization formed. Such
rules shall be non-discriminatory by providing an equal oppor-
tunity for representation and open membership to all students
regardless of race, color, creed, or national origin. The

Board of Education, therefore, directs the principal, in
cooperation with his faculty and students, of each school to
establish selection and/or election procedures that will ensure
representation of all racial and ethnic groups served by the
school in any organization having a limited membership. Examples
of such organizations are: cheerleading, drill teams, and student
government. Representation should approximate the percentage of
the ethnic and racial groups enrolled.

Such procedures for selection and election of student representa-
“tion shall be filed with the office of the Superintendent at
least 45 days prior to the date of election or selection. These
suggestions shall not apply to those activities where performance
skills are the primary criteria for selection.

This policy, as it is written today, is still in effect and is included in
this repqrt along with the appropriate regulations (Appendix E).

AUDIOVISUAL AND OTHER EQUIPMENT (Item e)

Both print and nonprint materials and the media services in the schools
are included in the answer to this interrogatory.

No documentation is available to determine the specific pieces of equip-
ment available in each school for each year. However, some general
statements can be made to describe the process whereby resources were
available to the schools for the acquisition of audiovisual, print and
other equipment. : s .

Prior to 1965 there is no documentation or record as to the process in

the purchase of audiovisual and other equipment. In 1965-66 each school
was given a per pupil allocation for print materials (books and magazines).
A District budget was also maintained for audiovisual equipment, shelving,
and media furniture. The library supervisor monitored these purchases

and attempted to maintain equity among the schools in the number of pro-
jectors, record players, etc.
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In about 1974-75 all schools were given more autonomy and responsibility
for both print and nonprint materials (including equipment) based on a

per pupil allocation. A District Budget has also been maintained to assist
with equipment damaged or lost through theft, vandalism, or break-down.

In 1965-66 Title II funds were made available to all elementary schools
for the purchase of print and media equipment. Al1 the elementary schools
received $1,000 that year except State Street and Belvoir which received
$4,000 each and Grant, Quincy, Parkdale, Lafayette, and Monroe which re-
ceived $2,000 each. These schools were allocated more by the Title II
guidelines because the first two had qualified librarians and the other
five had certified teachers as staff in the media centers. The other
schools had no media center staff supplied by the District at that time.
There were four elementary schools which had part-time help provided by
the PTA--Gage, McClure, Potwin and Whitson.

During 1965-66 and 1966-67, through Title I funds, all Title I elementary
schools were equipped with library shelving, card catalogs, tables, chairs,
audiovisual carts, and projectors. These schools were also the first to

be equipped with professionally cataloged collections.

McCarter and Whitson elementary schools did have central book collections
at this time which were established by their respective parent organiza-
tions.
